- TOEFL ITP... 500 or above
- TOEFL IBT... 70 or above
- TOEIC... 750 or above
- I[ELTS... 5.5 or above
- Other certificates “CEFR B2” or above

For Onsite Area Studies Program(OASP) conducted in Japanese,
JLPT N3 or above is preferred
